The Berry Street Education Model

On our Pupil Free Day this term we welcomed the Berry Street Education Model (BSEM) facilitators
to our school. We were fortunate enough to win a grant through the Trauma Informed Practice Team
and have this outstanding professional development at our site.

The BSEM approach is through a Trauma-Informed Positive Education lens that links:

T Approaches addressed in trauma-informed classrooms (healing), with
1 Proven positive psychology interventions (growth)

The Berry Street Education Model is a four day course which covers 5 domains.

The program provides strategies that enable teachers to increase engagement of students with
complex, unmet learning needs, and to successfully improve alls t u d eselfregudation,
relationships, wellbeing, growth and academic achievement. Their strategies incorporate trauma-
informed teaching, positive education, and wellbeing practices.

The team delivered Day One of a four day training module from their program.

Day O n e tbaming was a focus on the body and an in-depth understanding of trauma, the different
types of trauma and how it affects the body. We had the opportunity to learn about and discuss ways
to support de-escalation, creating ready to learn plans, implementing Welcome Circles (which many
of our teachers already do!), mindfulness activities, brain breaks, and supporting self or co-
regulation.

There was so much valuable information and learning during this day and as a staff we are really
excited to build upon the practices we already have in place, and look forward to the next training day
in Term 3, which is all about Relationships. We will be continuing this training into 2023.
